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Angelos Paphitis was born in 1978 in Limassol. His parents are Georgios Paphitis, originally
Jfrom the village of Fini in the Limassol district, and Mary Moustakoudsi, born in Alexandyria,
Egypt, with roots from Agia Fyla in the Limassol district. He studied law in England and is
the owner, founder, and managing partner of the law firm AGPLAW | A.G. Paphitis & Co.
LLC as well as the AGP Management Group. He is a member of the Cyprus Bar Association
(2004), the International Bar Association, the International Tax Planning Organization, the
Society of Trust and Estate Practitioners (STEP), and the esteemed legal institution Gray’s
Inn in London (2001). He is also a member of the Cyprus-Russia Business Association, the

Cyprus-China Business Association, as well as the Chambers of Commerce and Industry of
Cyprus and Limassol.

in Panagia, Paphos district, and later settled in the village of Fini in

the Limassol district. There, the grandfather of the subject, Theoharis
Paphitis, was born.
Fini is one of the most picturesque villages in Cyprus, located near Platres,
built in a lush green environment on the Troodos Mountain range at an average
altitude of 920 meters, amidst steep slopes and tall, verdant pine-covered peaks.
According to one version, the name Fini was derived during the Frankish rule
from the surname of a Frankish feudal lord, Juan de Fenou or Finou, who
accompanied the King of Cyprus, Peter I, to Europe (1359-1369). Whether the
Frankish nobleman owned the village is not entirely confirmed because the
village is not mentioned anywhere as a manor. However, even if he did, it is
most likely that he adopted the name of the village as his surname, a common
practice at that time.
Theoharis Paphitis was involved in agricultural and livestock farming activities
in Fini, where he had animals and vineyards. His real surname was Neofytou,
and Paphitis was a nickname that prevailed as the family surname. The
subject fondly remembers some summer vacations spent in the village with
his grandfather and grandmother. It was a wonderful time when he lived for
a few days in the village life, close to nature, with animals, and helping his
grandfather with the chores.
The father of the subject, Georgios Paphitis, was born in Fini and left for
Limassol at a very young age. He worked as a bank employee, starting from a
young age at Laiki Bank of Cyprus and retired when he completed 40 years of
service. He retired in 2008, at the age of 59. He had an outstanding career. He
started as a clerk and ended his career as a manager.

The great-grandfather of the subject from his father’s side was born
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From Laiki Bank, he moved to Hellenic Bank and then to Alpha Bank, from where he retired. Since
then, he had various offers to take on managerial positions in various banks in Cyprus and abroad,
which he declined. Of course, he never stopped working and always went to his son’s office, where
he gives advice and serves clients on financial matters. Essentially, he has never stopped being active
all these years. Since his retirement in 2008, he never stopped being involved with the subject and
his other two sons. The mother of the subject, Mary Moustakoudi Paphitis, was born in Alexandria,
Egypt, and later settled with her family in Cyprus. Her mother, Angelikoula (Koula), was born in
Alexandria, while her father, Kostas, was born in Agia Fyla in the Limassol district. Her mother’s
origin is from Constantinople. From there, her grandfather went to the island of Limnos in Greece
where he met his future wife. The subject, who has been very involved in the history of his family,
proudly refers to a letter from his great-grandmother that his mother possesses. It was written in 1880
and was sent by his great-grandfather to his then fiancée in Limnos and later his wife, asking her to
marry him in Alexandria. Her mother Angelikoula (Koula) was cosmopolitan, elegant and spoke
English, French, Italian, and Arabic. She left Egypt in 1956 and never returned to her homeland. She
said she wanted to keep Alexandria in her memory as she knew it and not as it remained. Her cousin
was killed during the uprising in Egypt. They were a wealthy family engaged in the cotton trade,
and when the Egyptians started the uprising, her grandmother’s cousin was among the first to be
murdered. Thus, the whole family left Alexandria, the family of the subject settled in Cyprus, and the
rest of the family went to Greece.

Grandfather Kostas had opened a grocery store when they returned from Alexandria. He died when
the subject was 6 years old, so he remembers him vaguely. The parents of the subject, Georgios, and
Mary Paphitis got married in Limassol and had three boys and one girl, who unfortunately passed
away at a very young age. One of the subject’s brothers is a metals and precious stones appraiser with
a shop in Limassol, successful in his work and well-known throughout Cyprus. The other brother,
although he studied accounting and auditing, did not practice the profession. He has several business
activities, including a chain of car washes in Limassol. The subject, Angelos, was born in Limassol and
took the name of his grandmother and sister who passed away before he was born. Even from school,
he wanted to pursue law. He attended a classical branch school along with a friend of his who also
wanted to become a lawyer. Eventually, both pursued the profession, with the subject opening his own
law firm and his friend working in his father’s office. He was a good, not excellent, student at school,
and his priority was having fun with his friends. He graduated with a grade of around 16 out of 20
and then went to the army for twenty-six months He then studied at the University School of Law in
England. After obtaining his degree, he chose to become a barrister in England, a member of Gray’s
Inn, London, and then went on to obtain a master’s degree in commercial and corporate law at UCL
University, London.

In 2003, he returned to Cyprus and initially worked for one of the most renowned lawyers in Cyprus,
Mr. Glafkos Talianos, who was the father of his brother’s wife. Until then, he had no contact with
the legal world. At Mr. Talianos’s office, who was a well-known and successful barrister, he learned
many things, mainly the right way of legal thinking and court strategy. Subsequently, he met another
successful lawyer who offered him a job. Wanting to work in different conditions and specialize in
commercial law, he went to the new firm, which was larger in terms of the number of lawyers and
services. At the age of 27, in 2006, Angelos Paphitis decided to open his own office. He resigned and
left with the prospect of opening a law firm specializing in corporate-commercial law, which he liked
very much. He worked hard, many hours a day, traveled frequently, and expanded his knowledge by
obtaining a postgraduate degree in international tax issues in 2008 in Switzerland. He put his personal
life on the back burner, and his only concern was to succeed in the profession he had chosen. He
worked very hard, and his work and determination brought results. At the age of 30, he already had a
complete office with lawyers and staff. In 2010, he bought land in the center of Limassol where he built
the new modern offices of the company, five floors, to which all the staft moved in 2012.
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In 2010, the first international award came for the office, receiving distinction among law firms in
Cyprus operating from grandfather to grandson. Since then, his company has received continuous
awards from international firms. Today, AGPLAW | A.G. Paphitis & Co. LLC is a member of the elite
of lawyers in Cyprus, with a series of successes, titles, and awards worldwide, while it has twice (in
2019 and 2021) been recognized as the best law firm in Cyprus at the European Legal Awards. It is a
constantly growing company that invests in new associates to provide impeccable legal representation
to its clients. In 2009, he also opened an office in Athens, in Kolonaki, which was doing very well.
However, in 2013, due to the economic crisis, he decided to close it and focus on his office in Cyprus.
In his personal life, Angelos Paphitis is married and has a six-year-old son and a four-year-old daughter.
He met his wife in 1996, and they left together for England in 1998. Subsequently, she continued her
studies in Greece, took journalism courses, and later worked for about ten years for various Greek
television stations. With her return to Cyprus, they rekindled their relationship, and got married in
November 2013. Today, she does not work by choice and is raising their two children, as the couple
believes that children should grow up with their parents.

The subject believes that there are many opportunities today, despite the economic crisis. He remembers
that in 2013, due to the crisis, he did not know what the future held, but his company went on the
counterattack, and both he and his associates’ attended sessions, were informed, and managed to take
advantage of the downturn in the market and develop their company even better, with particular
recognition both locally and internationally as a very reliable and successful law firm.
